So, send us a transcript of your secondary education if you are enrol-
ling for your first year at a college/technical/vocational school or a transcript of your current post-
secondary school if you have already left high school. If you are not currently enrolled, please ask
that the transcript from the last school that you attended be sent to us.

All of the above items must be dated on or before May 31 of the application year. These items must be

(a) A letter of academic recommendation from a teacher, school counselor, or administrator.
(b) A letter of personal recommendation from a person of authority in the applicant’s local community
(employer, volunteer organization, etc.).
